Mathematics:
During our maths lessons this half term, the children will be:
· Revisiting place value and working with larger numbers 
· Practising a range of written methods to solve addition, subtraction, multiplication and division
· Introducing fractions
At the beginning of each lesson, the children take part in an arithmetic starter to revise mental and written skills. Children are encouraged to learn through investigation and exploration. 
Reading:
The children will be reading a range of texts this half term both independently and as a class. Reading comprehension and longer written pieces will be created from a version of King Kong. 
The children’s love of reading will also be enhanced through the high-quality fiction and non-fiction texts available to the children throughout provision, during writing sessions, topic sessions and of course story time. The books available to the children this term will be linked to all subject areas. The children will also be bringing home a book they have picked from the library, along with their reading book, to share and enjoy with an adult. 
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Physical Development:
During P.E this term we will be focusing on developing our gross motor skills through multi skills sessions. Children will also be attending swimming lessons this half term. 








	Writing:
During the first Autumn term, Eagles class will be reading a version of King Kong. From this, they will create a range of longer written pieces using a range of skills including: paragraphs, accurate verb tense, noun phrases and other descriptive devices. Children will be given the opportunity to edit and revise their pieces to improve the quality of their writing.
Children will practise handwriting and spelling daily and will be given spelling homework each week. 


Religious Education: 
During our R.E sessions we will be thinking about the big question ‘Is it better to express your religion in arts and architecture or in charity and generosity?’. 
During the half term, children will consider charities and other organisations and they will study a range of religious architecture and art. 






French: 
This term, the children will be learning different French phonics patterns and vocabulary related to families. 

	

Expressive Art and Design:
This term we will be studying the artist Thomas Gainsborough and how British art has changed over time. 
For our D.T project we will be learning about programming adventures.
Children will apply their understanding of computing to program a floor robot. They will explore a range of adventure maps and use these to create original designs. As a group, they will research how floor robots move along different types of materials and use this knowledge to create obstacles squares.
Forest School:
This term during forest school the children will be learning tool skills. This will involve: 
· Safely peeling a stick using a knife
· Safely using a saw 
· Safely using loppers 
· Safely using a froe 
· Safely using secateurs 
· Demonstrating fore hand grip
· Shaping a stick to a point using a knife 
· Flattening one side of a stick 
· Making a hoop using natural material 
· Carving a wooden knife


Personal, Social and Emotional Development:
In class this term we will be focusing on aiming high. 
Children will be considering different learning opportunities and strategies to overcome obstacles. This will lead into learning about their learning in the future, the skills they might need and possible career paths available to them. They will consider how stereotypes and personal mindset may contribute to life opportunities. 
This unit of learning really focusses on uniqueness and celebrating ourselves and our achievements. 

 











Communication and Language:
Communication and language is developed throughout the year through high quality speaking and listening interactions, daily group discussions within a variety of subjects such as PSHE sessions, story time, singing, speech and language interventions and assemblies.

IT: 
This term, the children will be focusing on algorithms and programming. This will involve using bee-bots and other devices, following symbol instructions and predicting events. 


Educational Visits: 
This term, we will be visiting Robinwood activity centre. Children will also be attending swimming lessons weekly. 





	Enhancements: 
As well as thinking about the subjects surrounding our topic for this term, we will also be thinking about new beginnings, the seasonal changes of autumn and bonfire night.




How you can help at home: 
Reading is the best thing you can do with your child at home! The children will be sent home every Friday with a reading book and phonics sheet, both linked to the sounds they have learnt. It is so important that the children are read with at home as much as possible, to ensure the sounds they have learnt and the skills of segmenting and blending are embedded. It only has to be a few minutes, but it will make all the difference. The reading book is meant to be read several times to encourage fluency and the phonics sheet can also be done several times throughout the week to ensure knowledge and skills are embedded.
